August 6, 2007 Lesson Summary
Genesis 4:16 –  6:8
Genesis 4:16 tells us about Cain departing from the presence of Lord, his having a child (Enoch) and his lineage, and building a city.  Sin’s spiral downward is evidenced by Lamech’s (6th generation from Adam) threat to his two (not one as God intended) wives and his declaration of a 77 fold avenging (God’s was 7 fold).

Genesis 5’s emphasis is two fold:
1.) Adam was created in God’s likeness….Adam’s children would be born according to Adam’s likeness; sinners in need of a savior…..thus the God instituted “animal sacrifice” to cover sins until the perfect sacrifice, the Lamb of God, would appear.
2.) The repeated phrases are…. “had sons & daughters…….and he died.”  Even though men lived very long lives, they eventually did die physically as God had said they would.
Noah is first mentioned at the end of Genesis 5, then Genesis 6 gives the historical background of the time in which Noah lived….“every intent of the thought of man’s heart was only evil continually.”  But Noah found favor in the eyes of the Lord.

God spoke to Noah and told him that He was about to destroy the earth and every thing that lived on it by a flood of water, and that he was to make an ark.

We’ll begin with Genesis 6:17 next week and hopefully cover through Genesis 9.  This study holds many answers to often asked questions……it’s been wonderful.  Hope to see you next Sunday.
