December 16, 2007 Lesson Summary
Genesis 29:26 – Gen. 30:43

After Jacob awoke from his dream of the ladder into heaven with God standing above it and after having receiving from God the unconditional “promises of Abraham,” he made a conditional vow to God.  If God would fulfill Jacob’s 4 requests then Jehovah would be his God.

God would from that time go about orchestrating Jacob’s circumstances to fulfill those requests.  

Jacob arrived in Haran at God’s providential time: Rachel was coming to the well to water her sheep. After Rachel learns who Jacob is, she went and told Laban.  In answer to Laban’s questions re: what he should pay Jacob for his labors, Jacob said, “I will serve you seven years for your younger daughter Rachel.”

When Jacob’s 7 years were completed, he asked Laban for Rachel to become his wife.  We saw that in Laban’s deception to deliver Leah to Jacob (not Rachel), God’s hand was directing: she would become the mother of Judah, among 5 other sons of Jacob.  As you know Judah is the lineage of our Savior.
There were 11 sons and 1 daughter born to Jacob and his 4 wives in the 7 additional years Jacob worked to pay the “bride price” for Rachel.  Jacob tells Laban he is leaving, but they strike a deal for Jacob to remain and work for Laban………..because “the Lord had blessed Laban on Jacob’s account.”
During the following 6 years, Jacob became exceedingly prosperous.  We’ll start with Chapter 31 next week, unless the Lord sends us a piano player, and learn more about how Jacob gets back to Canaan.  Remember Esau had promised to kill Jacob.

It is so faith building to watch how God works in the lives of His people to accomplish His plans/promises.  God had promised Abraham a nation……Jacob would be the one who would be the father of the 12 tribes of Israel.  But God still had a lot of work to bring Jacob to the point of surrendering his life to Jehovah as his God.  He is so able to make Himself known to the “sons of man.”  How we praise Him.
