July 15 & 22, 2007 Lesson Summary
During the above mentioned Sundays, we completed our study of Genesis 3.  We discovered that Satan’s first recorded act was that of deception. Let us be alert he continues with this most successful scheme.  Eve was deceived, but Adam consciously, deliberately “listen to his wife,” and disobeyed God.  Their punishment was the same, but it was Adam’s deliberate disobedience that brought sin into the world, and the wages of sin is DEATH.  Indeed, that day they surely did die, but it was first a “spiritual death.”  Physical death would be much later.
God sought out Adam and Eve in their sinful state, made judgments, and then sacrificed an animal(s) to cover their shame; a result of “knowing” good and evil.  We spent much time in evaluating many New Testament passages that give the details of God’s promise of a Messiah made in 3:15b. 

God in His great mercy “sent Adam out of the garden” in order that he not live physically forever in his sinful state.  Eve became the “mother of all living,” and we’ll look at that next week beginning in Genesis 4:1.  Hope to see you then.
