July 29, 2007 Lesson Summary
Genesis 4:1-15

We were able to observe the beginning of the truth that Eve would be the “mother of all the living.”  Cain was the firstborn, then Abel.

My conclusion re: “why God did not accept Cain’s offering” is that Cain brought an offering that was a product of his own labors……..not an offering as designated by God, i.e., an animal sacrifice.  In other words, Cain approached God “his own way,” not the way God had told him.  Yes, I believe that even though it is not recorded, God explained “why” only an offering of a sacrificed animal would be sufficient to cover sins until the “perfect Lamb of God” would appear. 
We discussed that Cain’s refusal to come to God God’s way, gave “sin” (the devil) opportunity and did indeed master Cain……..he killed his brother.  Cain was “cursed” by God for his refusal to confess and repent of his sin.

However, even in God’s judgment of Cain, God showed mercy….. “a sevenfold vengeance from God for anyone who killed Cain.”  The Scriptures do not tell us what “the sign of Cain” was, but we know it had to be visible and recognizable, so I didn’t speculate.
We’ll finish Genesis 4 next week, and probably be able to quickly review the major truths of Genesis 5 & 6.  Please begin your study of Week 2 in your “Teach Me Your Ways.”
