November 25, 2007 Lesson Summary
Genesis 24:28-67
We didn’t cover much ground Sunday by design.  I knew most would be away from class with family, although we had a good turn out for a holiday week-end.

The Lord has truly worked in my heart as I have focused on Abraham’s servant (probably Eliezer, although the servant is never named), which I have never done before.  I am so impressed and inspired by Eliezer’s total, whole hearted devotion to his master and absolute determination not to be sidetracked from the timely accomplishment of his assigned mission, always giving Him public and private praise and worship.  I pray my life will be the same as I serve my Lord and Master!
In his “testimony” of his mission and the God of his mission, he gave God the glory for guiding him and worshipped Him openly and unashamedly.  We looked at some cross references about seeking God’s guidance in our lives in three areas:

1.) Surrender your life to God for service, Romans 12:1-2

2.) Ask, James 1:5-8

3.) Listen, John 16:13-15

When asked, Rebekah agreed that they should not delay their journey, but should leave the next day.  God had Isaac in just the right place (isn’t the providence of God amazing) to be there at the right time to meet and greet Rebekah upon their arrived from Nahor and to get the up-date from Eliezer.  Isaac and Rebekah married when he was 40, making Abraham 140.  Rebekah was a comfort to Isaac (his mother had died three years previously).

We’ll go much faster through the life of Isaac and Jacob, and then slow down again as we study the life of Joseph.
