November 4, 2007 Lesson Summary
Genesis 19:7 – 20:18
Genesis 19 begins with the two angels arriving at Sodom, and Lot insisting on them spending the night in his house.  A mob of “homosexual” men try to get to the two angels to “have relations” with them.  Lot pleads with them not to “act wickedly.”

We started with Gen. 19:8 this Sunday a.m.  There are only two reasons I can think of as to why Lot offered his two virgin daughters:

1. vs.8 states a custom of their day: “do nothing to these men, inasmuch as they have come under the shelter of my roof.”

2. possibly Lot knew these where “spiritual/godly” men, although not necessarily that they were angels.

The two angels rescued Lot, blinded all the men at the door, and then tells Lot they are about to destroy Sodom.  When morning came and it was time to leave, Lot “hesitated.”  We talked about what would make us hesitate when we knew God’s judgment was coming.  Lot, his wife and daughters had to all be “dragged” out of Sodom.  They were told not to look back……as you know, Mrs. Lot did and was turned to a pillar of salt.
Lot is told to go to the mountains…….he argues and wants to go to Zoar….he is allowed.  Sodom and Gomorrah were destroyed and Abraham saw the smoke from Hebron.  God does indeed know how to “rescue the righteous from temptation,” 2 Peter 2:7-9.

Lot and daughters go to mountains (they were afraid in Zoar).   His two daughters get him drunk and seduce him to become pregnant.  Lot’s son by his older daughter is the father of the Moabites and his son by his younger daughter is the father of the Ammonites.  Very interesting chapter!
From Gen. 19 and 2 Peter 2:79, we recalled what we learned about God:

1.) God is compassionate

2.) He knows how to rescue the righteous from temptation

3.) God is a just judge.  There was not 10 righteous in Sodom and none in Gomorrah, but He did not let the righteous be punished with the wicked…..

Genesis 20 tells about Abraham taking Sarah and ending up in Gerar.  After the Lord revealed to Abimelech, the king of Gerar in a dream, that Sarah was not Abraham’s sister as he had told him but his wife, Abraham and Sarah are sent away with 1,000 pieces of silver (to authenticate that Sarah had not been touched by the king) and live stock and servants.  Abraham prayed for Abimelech, as God had said he would, and the king’s wife and maids’ wombs were no longer closed by the Lord.
We’ll start with Genesis 21:1 next Sunday, week four in your study book.
